Remember that these presentations must be brief and informative.  You have only 10 minutes.  If time permits, the audience will have the opportunity to ask questions.

Choose a stock that you find interesting and a good value.  You are going to provide a buy or sell recommendation.  Your recommendation should be compelling but not biased. I hesitate to give you a recipe to follow.  Instead, here is the grading breakdown that I will use to assess your presentation and accompanying written report. You will have PowerPoint at your disposal.  It is your responsibility to make sure that your presentation slides are compatible with the software available in the classroom.  You may use the overhead projector if you prefer.  The written report provides you with an opportunity to elaborate on any issues that you didn’t have time to discuss.  Security analysis is often conducted by synthesizing primary (from the firm itself or from industry associations) and secondary information (from other analysts).  Therefore, the written report should also include sources for the information you have processed and presented.

This is true security analysis you're disseminating.  You should assume that some of the audience will act on your recommendation if it is credible and unambiguous.  Inform us!
